** Tools needed: hammer and #2 phillips screw driver **

1.	 Remove screws from handle (A).
2.	 Insert handle into both side brackets (H). Be sure the curve at 

the bottom of the handle is turned up.
3.	 Reinsert screws into the pre-drilled holes.
4.	 Remove the 4 screws, washers and pins (L) from the basket 

shaft (M).
5.	 Slide basket support bars (F) off of pipe (M).
6.	 Slide the basket shaft (M) through the holes on the sides of the 

basket (C) and through the fittings on the basket support bars 
(F) making sure the downward bend is pointing to the bent and 
clipped side of the basket. Make sure the fittings are on the 
inside of the basket.

7.	 Replace the washers and pins (L). You may need to push down 
on the side of the basket to bring the holes in the pipe into sight 
in order to insert pin.

8.	 Attach basket to assembled head at front of side bracket (H) 
making sure that (F) is pointing down. Insert screws into the 
pre-drilled holes.

9.	 Attach the stability bar (E) and then attach the pull rope (B) by 
tying it to the top center edge of the basket.
